	 Our goal is the fullest enjoyment of Christ and the fullest gaining of Christ for the building up of the 
Body of Christ; this issues in our having the uttermost enjoyment of Christ as our prize in the millennial 
kingdom. (The Enjoyment of Christ and Our Growth in Life unto Maturity, msg. 1, I, C, E, D) 
	 May we pray to concentrate entirely on the subjective experience and enjoyment of Christ in order to 
be saved from every problem and attain to the fullest enjoyment of Christ for the building up of the Body 
of Christ.
