 Paul and Silas were put into prison in Philippi (Acts 16:23-25). The magistrates charged the jailer to 
keep them securely, so he put them into the inner prison and secured their feet in the stocks. At that time 
Paul and Silas did not preach. They were simply filled with Christ and filled with the Spirit, and at 
midnight they sang hymns of praise to the Lord. That was not merely preaching in word; that was the 
expression of Christ, the outward expression of the inner life. That was a strong example of the genuine 
preaching of the gospel, and the jailer, the keeper of the prison, was saved….The proper preaching of the 
gospel is the very expression of Christ. (from Preaching the Gospel in the Way of Life, by Witness Lee, 
chap.
